Bournemouth Symphony Orchestra

Session Leader: Maxime Tortelier
Maxime Tortelier is the Young Conductor in Association of the Bournemouth Symphony Orchestra. 
Born into a distinguished musical family, he studied at the Paris Conservatoire, Harvard University and the Royal Academy of Music. While at the RAM, he rehearsed the academy’s orchestras in preparation for performances by Trevor Pinnock, Sir Colin Davis and Sir Simon Rattle. During various courses and master classes he has also worked with the Baltimore Symphony, Royal Scottish National, Tasmanian Symphony and BBC Concert orchestras. 
He made his conducting debut in 2009 with the Sofia Festival Orchestra, and in 2011 founded the Marylebone Philharmonia, a symphony orchestra of emerging talents from the Royal Academy of Music. Maxime, who is also a composer, enjoys working with students and young musicians and communicating with wider audiences. During his second season with the BSO he is conducting the orchestra in several concerts across the south of England.

In the main, these sessions are delivered to children in Key Stage 2 but the service can also work with groups of older children as they progress through their education.
 
Somerset music has been responsible for running the Somerset County Youth orchestra and concert band, as well as local and county ensembles and large scale events such as the Christmas Concert and Music Spectaculars.Somerset Music offers low cost instrument hire to children and young people across Somerset.

Val Miller has been delivering Whole Class Ensemble Tuition (WCET) for several years across the county and is an experienced practitioner in this area. This workshop will cover how a Ukulele WCET project works and how to cater for mixed ability groups.

Actiontrack is well known across Somerset for the delivery of high-quality, innovative and educationally sound music projects covering all genres of music. Their work includes partnerships with other agencies and educational providers and can be tailored to provide programmes for Key Stages 2 to 4.  Often in conjunction with other art-forms, such as theatre, dance, large-scale puppetry and film, projects are also available that create and develop links between schools with their local communities as well as each other and the wider cultural community (e.g. through activity engaging with local history, world music, or themed to address particular interests or issues).  All programmes are based on planning and discussion with teachers and creative group participation towards an end product - performance, recording, broadcast or event.
